Comments

There is no primary production of inorganic fertilizers in Ghana.
In 2021, about 4,624mt of organic fertilizers (compost) is produced locally by ACARP,
Safisana and JEKORA Ventures.

Fertilizers are imported in compounds and bulk. The bulk fertilizers are blended into
various formulations and distributed through a network/system of distributors and

retail agro-dealers.

Six of the major importing companies, namely Yara Ghana, Chemico Limited, Louis
Dreyfus Company Ghana (LDC), OmniFert, GloFert and Agricultural Manufacturing
Group (AMG) have invested in blending plants that allows them to create different

fertilizer formulations.

All blending plants are located at the southern part of the country, closer to the point of
entry. Yara, Chemico, LDC and AMG are located at the port city of Tema; OmniFert is

located at Dawhenya; while GloFert is at Teacher Mantey.

Carmeuse Lime Products Gh Ltd, a lime producing company located at Takoradi started

producing agric lime in 2020.
